As we're looking into replacing the chairs
in our sanctuary, we are asking what
things we should consider as we shop
around.

The first thing that comes to mind is COST.
This is very important to consider. God gives
us the ability to work and save in order to
buy what we need, but not to buy whatever
we THINK we need. We need to be good
stewards of what God has entrusted to us.
However, that does not mean we find the
cheapest option; there are other things to
consider.

Usability: The chairs should be safe, sturdy
(not needing to be replaced for a long time),
and stackable (since our sanctuary really is a
multi-purpose space).

Comfort: We want to “Care about the One’,
but no matter which chairs we end up
purchasing, not everyone will consider
them comfortable enough (unless cost is
not a concern and we get the best of the
best!). However, comfort can be improved to
some extent by providing cushions.

But that’s not all yet; there is another
consideration, something we often don't
think about: “The Look” Why is “The Look”
even important?

As we are coming back to in-person (well,
we're pretty much all back!), we are
becoming more aware of the limited space
we have, we are looking at how to make our
space more welcoming to people, and we
want to make the sanctuary, specifically,
more conducive for worship.

At our recent Department Heads and
Fellowship Leaders Meeting, Priska shared

about a new team we are about to form
(Care and Connection Team). One of the
things this team will be looking at, and
hoping to educate our congregation on, is
Beauty and Order.

Here some details from this as we look at
getting new chairs...

God is a God of beauty and order.

* He designed everything with beauty and
order [Gen 1; Ps 19:1, 118:23, 139:14; Ecc
3:11]
* He created us with senses so we could

> relate to Him [Ex 25:8,31:11; Ps 150; Mt
13:16, 26:26-28; 1Jn 1:1-4]

> enjoy Him and His Creation [Ge 2:9a; |
Cor 2:9; Rev 4:8-9, 21:3]

God is a God of beauty and order, and this
means we must also care about those
things, to reflect God's nature, to relate to
Him, and to enjoy Him and creation.

Some ways this could happen:

* Space in General (clean, orderly, beautiful
[no garbage/extra cables/*broken chairs¥,
etcl])

>“Scenery” (Bible, plants, posters, pictures,
Church Theme, etc.)

> Sounds (background reflective music)

> Scents (if desired, depending how strong
[some people have allergies], candles, etc.)

> Signs (sanctuary, washrooms, children’s
programs, library, office; schedule/room
changes)

So, with that, let’s talk about the chairs
again...

Looks: First off, the color of the chairs is

important, but there are only so many
options. If we get black ones, it will add to
some “gloominess” of the whole room. This,
however, we can and should address at
some point by repainting and redecorating
the overall space. But besides color, there’s
also the overall look of the chairs. Should we
get something that looks very basic or
something a bit more ‘fancy;, since we are
using them in our sanctuary, and not in a
fellowship room?

Our sanctuary is actually the only place
(except the office) that is truly OURS as a
church, and we should make every effort to
make it both usable (for gatherings,
concerts, other events, and for AWANA/VBS),
but also make it conducive to worshipping
God.

Now, what should a chair look like in order
to make worship more conducive? Good
question. | believe a question worth asking,
beyond: is it good enough, is it a good deal,
does it work? And that’s where opinions will
differ. And that’s ok. Not everyone will agree
on everything.

But hopefully we all want to have a physical
environment that will help us to worship
God. Of course, we can worship God
anywhere; the heart is what matters. And
yet God has given us many examples in
Scripture (for instance, the Tabernacle and
the Temple) of how we can use external
things and materials to create a setting and
look that both help and encourage people
to draw near to Him.

Thanks for taking the time to read through
this. Let’s continue to work together as we
draw closer to God, and as we “Care about
the One” @
